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{WINTER}.  Wow, yesterday’s Vacation Bible School was really 
fun and interesting. 

{DAISY/PANDORA}.  Yeah, I can’t wait to see what we’re going to 
learn today. 

{MATT}.  Yeah, something about Christ’s Holiness. 

{DAISY/PANDORA}.  What in the world is that even mean? 

{WINTER}.  Well, I have holes in my pants! 

{MATT}.  I’m not sure that’s what that’s talking about. 

{WINTER}.  I have holes in the yard! 
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{MATT}.  I still don’t think that’s what it’s talking about. Christ 
didn’t have holes in his pants. I don’t think they even wore pants 
back then.  

{DAISY/PANDORA}.  Well, what is He talking about then? 

{MATT}.  I think what Jesus was saying, . . .  Be Holy even as I 
am Holy.  

{WINTER}.  Well, how do we do that? 

{DAISY/PANDORA}.  Yeah, what does that even mean? 

{MATT}.  Well, in Peter 1:15 through 16 the word “holy” means 
sacred, morally blameless, consecrated or saint. 

{WINTER}.  We know Pandora can’t do that! 

{MATT}.  We should not judge.  He has saved us into a holy life in 
first Peter 1:15 the Bible says “conversation” the word translated 
conversation means “behavior” the verse is saying, our manner of 
life or behavior should reflect holiness because God is holy. 

{WINTER}.  Well, Pandora certainly can’t do that! 

{DAISY/PANDORA}.  Hold on . . . Hold on you’re not perfect 
either. 

{WINTER}.  I never said I was. 

{MATT}.  We need to show others His holiness. 

{DAISY/PANDORA}.  Well, how do we do that? 

{MATT}.    Well, actually I have a six-point outline here. 

{WINTER}.    OH MY WORD. . . . Now he’s going to preach to us. 

{DAISY/PANDORA}.    Okay, time to zone out! 

{MATT}.    No! It’s not that bad really. 
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{DAISY/PANDORA}.    Okay, we are reluctantly listening. 

{MATT}.    Okay, the question is how do we show God’s holiness. 
So, if we want to honor God, we must show reverence. 

{DAISY/PANDORA}.    How do we do that? 

{MATT}.    Well, one example is to stand at the reading of God’s 
word. 

{DAISY/PANDORA}.    EVERY TIME?  

{WINTER}.   Wow, I’m already tired. 

{MATT}.    Well, at least for the main text. Number two show 
God’s love by being kind to your brother and sister. Being kind to 
others, by controlling your anger. 

{WINTER}.    That’s a hard one. 

{MATT}.  I never said it was easy. Number three, honor our 
parents. Even Christ honored his parents Luke 2:51. “and was 
subject unto them “This is why they had to be the chosen couple 
to raise Jesus. 

{DAISY/PANDORA}.  Well, how does that work? 

{MATT}.  That’s a good question. It’s kind of like Jesus was 
adopted. That’s a good question for the preacher. Anyway 
number 4. Serve others. 

{WINTER}.  What does that mean? I have to serve my brother? 

{MATT}.   Well, yes and no. It doesn’t mean that you’re a slave to 
your brother. Nor to anyone else it just means do nice things for 
them like bring them a glass of water. Or a blanket. Just be nice 
to people. 

{WINTER}.    Well, I don’t know if Pandora can do that. 
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{DAISY/PANDORA}.    I can be nice, when it’s necessary or if it 
benefits me in some way. 

{MATT}.    Oh my word, that’s not what it’s talking about. You 
should be nice to people whether it benefits you are not. 

{DAISY/PANDORA}.    Well, I don’t see the purpose of that! 

{MATT}.    Oh my word, let’s move on. Number 5. Abstain from 
sin. This means Pandora, you avoid pranking other people. 

{DAISY/PANDORA}.    But what if they had it coming? 

{WINTER}.  Oh my goodness!. . . . Well, I guess if they had it 
coming. 

{MATT}.  Oh my word! Even if they had it coming! You should 
never be mean to someone ever. Let God worry about revenge 
you just do the right thing. 

{WINTER}.  Okay, the last thing number 6. 

{MATT}.  Marketplace conduct. 

{WINTER}.  What in the world is that! 

{DAISY/PANDORA}.    Oh, so, if I walk by somebody else’s cart at 
Walmart and see something that I want, and they’re not looking, I 
can just put it in my cart. 

{WINTER}.    Or if we scream loud enough, we can always get 
what we want. 

{DAISY/PANDORA}.    Yeah, that works too. 

{MATT}.  That’s exactly what I’m talking about. 

{DAISY/PANDORA}.    I’m sorry, but it all sounds so boring to me. 
Why do we always have to be goody two shoes. What fun is that? 

{WINTER}.  Yeah, what about living on the edge. 
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{MATT}.    Do you mean living on the edge of sin? 

{WINTER}.    Well, I don’t like you putting it that way. 

{MATT}.    Well, what other way are you talking about? 

{WINTER}.  Sometimes it’s just exciting to walk on the edge. 

{MATT}.    So are we talking about walking on railroad tracks? 

{WINTER}.    No not exactly, being almost mad enough to get into 
trouble, but not getting into trouble. 

{MATT}.  Why would you want to do that? 

{DAISY/PANDORA}.    Have you ever tried it, Matt? 

{MATT}.  Look, I’m not saying I’m perfect either I’m just saying 
that Christ is our perfect example. No one can live a perfect life 
are we wouldn’t even need Jesus. But since Jesus is the only one 
that did that,. . . And will ever do that! We need Jesus and we 
need to live like Jesus. Walking on the edge of doing something 
wrong is not what Jesus would do or even suggest. 

{DAISY/PANDORA}.    Again what fun is that? 

{WINTER}.    Yeah, it’s fun to live on the edge sometimes. 

{MATT}.    Okay, can you tell me what an apple tastes like? 

{WINTER}.    Ahhhh it’s sweet. 

{MATT}.  So are 10 million other things. Pandora? 

{DAISY/PANDORA}.    Well, it’s sweet sometimes. 

{MATT}.    Exactly you can’t. It’s the same thing with holiness. 

{DAISY/PANDORA}. Excuse me but what does a apple have to 
do with holiness? 

{WINTER}.    Yeah, where is this going? 
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{MATT}.  I’m glad you asked. Living a holy life is a spiritual thing. 
You can’t explain it without experiencing it.
